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TRADER RENT NEGOTIATIONS

Consultation with trader representatives on forthcoming rental changes are necessary to avoid problems arising at implementation stage.  This example may prove useful to use/adapt to your local market situation.

TRADERS RENTALS NEGOTIATION CONSULTATION PROCEDURE

 Stage 1: Initial Meeting
This is a meeting between officers and traders’ representatives to identify and discuss issues which both sides wish to be considered as part of the rental review.  
Stage 2: Appointed Officer provides traders with 1st draft of report 
The report will disclose relevant statistics, surveys and other documents on which it is based.  This includes reference to the criteria for Rental Setting as part of the City Council’s Corporate Charging Policy. 
Stage 3: 2nd Meeting
This is a meeting between officers and traders’ representatives.  Traders will have an opportunity to present oral/written comments in response to the 1st draft of the report. 
Stage 4: Appointed Officer provides traders with 2nd draft of his report 
The Appointed Officer will have considered the traders’ representations which will be reflected as he considers appropriate in the content of the report. 
Stage 5: 3rd Meeting  
This is a meeting between officers and traders’ representatives.  Traders will have further opportunity to present oral/written comments in response to the 2nd draft of the report. 
 Stage 6: Appointed Officer provides traders with final report
The Appointed Officer will have considered any further representations from the traders which will be reflected as he considers appropriate in the report. 
 Stage 7: Notice to traders 
The Appointed Officer will give at least 30 days’ notice to traders of the implementation of recommendations contained within the report.

2. If at any time the Council wishes to amend the Rental Negotiations Consultation Procedure it will give notice to the traders’ representatives that a new procedure is to apply from a particular date. 
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
